TOPIC DISCUSSION - OTHER
1.  PLAY / VOLLEYBALL TIMING:  Currently the Circus (practice 1 night /wk), Volleyball, Basketball & Play all are scheduled during the same months.  Circus doesn’t seem to overlap too much (ends in Mid-April), but the Play,Vball & Bball practices overlap and compete for members.  Vball/Bball can’t be moved (scheduled by State), but the play could be moved to March – May (need to discuss clean up/ graduation prep).  This would enhance vball/bball allow for students to be less scheduled during the first 2 months of the 2nd semester (better grades??).

2.  HOLIDAY BAZAAR :  Review the current process and take a vote on gift purchases.  Do we want to use PTO Funds to purchase gifts for the Bazaar or continue to rely on the generosity of families?  How much money should be spent on gifts by PTO.  What is the purpose of the Bazaar?  Is the Quality of the gift important?

3.  SCHOOL UNIFORMS:  Are uniforms something that we want to look at for Metcalf?    Will it help to ease tensions for teens and increase respect from/for students – maybe 5th grade & up?

4.  GYM/SWIM UNIFORMS:  Would like to propose a common bathing suit for all students.  Females having one piece suits in Metcalf colors with the option of having board shorts.  Middle school is a tough period for any student.  The common one-piece suits would allow girls with all body styles to feel comfortable and provide a classy look for all of our students.  

4. LIBRARY TILE WALL PROJECT:  Students will be able to purchase a tile for the new Library Facade.  What should the topic be?  Suggestion:  Celebrate Diversity   Should all students be given a tile or use as a fundraiser.  Could sell 2x12 tiles at Montage as a fundraiser for $100 each?
