GENERAL OVERVIEW

Each December the Thomas Metcalf School PTO sponsors and organizes the Holiday Bazaar.  The Bazaar is intended as a non-for-profit school wide event.  However, generally some profits are accrued from this event and should be deposited by the treasurer to the PTO general fund.  This money helps support the next year’s Bazaar and other PTO functions.

Parents are asked to donate gift items to be purchased by the students as Holiday gifts for their immediate family members.  This allows the students the opportunity to independently provide surprise gifts to their families.  The gift items are generally gently used items from our families homes found during spring cleanings or home organizing events.  Many parents do purchase items at store sales as well.

The donated gift items are then sorted and prepared for sale by our Holiday Bazaar team.  The gifts are set up in the Metcalf Small Gym in mid-December for the student’s “shopping spree”.

All students are given the opportunity to shop at designated shopping times  for members of their immediate family.  They pick gifts, purchase them (.75 each), and have them wrapped by parent volunteers.

The Bazaar is a great display of the generosity of the Metcalf family and the true spirit of the Metcalf PTO.  It is a terrific and fun holiday tradition.
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
