ADMINISTRATION REPORT:

Safety Items:  You may have noticed new cones/signs in the hallways directing everyone to walk on the right side of the halls.  The state has asked schools to "train" students to walk on the right in order to prepare them for emergencies.  Thanks for your help in supporting the updated policy.

Safety Kits:  Each classroom will be outfitted with safety kits to use in emergency situations.  The kits are filled with items to help get through emergency situations (flashlights, food, class lists, etc).  Parents may be needed to help put the kits together..more info to come!

Drills:  The school has completed the first fire and lockdown drills for the year.  Both were completed with the emergency services present (required by State of Illinois).
