ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT:  

School Reach Program:  We have purchased a contract with School Reach.  This is a communication program that allows the school to instantly reach all guardians in an emergency situation.  At this time we anticipate being live on the system by the end of February.  

The system uses the phone numbers in our database and places a call to those numbers in case of an emergency.  It is important that all guardians notify the office if there are changes to their telephone numbers – the system is only as good as the information it is provided.

The system may handle text messaging or email in the future, but currently is set up for telephone use only.
