· Summer renovation –

TREASURER’S REPORT

· Total account balance: $65,898.

· $54,000 is available for unrestricted spending. 

· Currently paying out the Classroom Grants. We approved $26,000 for Classroom Grants. 

· We used a merchandise card from Office Depot to buy $267 worth of supplies for the teachers. 

· Rebecca Africano is working on getting the Office Depot Gift Cards out to all the teachers ($50 for full time teachers, $25 for part time teachers). 

· We also approved Gift Cards for Ms. Dee and Mrs. Love for $50 each at the meeting.

OPEN DISCUSSION

· Box Top Winners/ Wellness Plan: The possibility of having a healthier Box Top Party was a discussion topic.  It was decided that this would be discussed next year since the plans had already been made.
· Emails sent through the room parents should be Metcalf related.  Please see that the teacher approves the email if the information has to do with their classroom. Emails sent through room parents are considered an arm of Metcalf and should be strictly related to Metcalf topics. If a request is made for an email through room parents the person making the request should ask themselves if Metcalf would send it. If not, then it probably shouldn’t be sent without prior approval.

· Morning drop off needs to improve.  Parents can drop off at two locations:  In the circle drive in front and in the drop off area in the back.  Parents should not drop their children at the stop sign out front or outside of Hayden auditorium.
